NO cross entry into cantering classes & never to have competed on prior cantering classes.
Adds and scratches MUST be requested and paid for AT LEAST two classes ahead of time.
Tack changes must be requested AT LEAST 2 classes ahead. A 3 minute tack change will be
allowed if proper notice is given to Show management.

A 2 minute gate call will be enforced.

No stallions ridden or shown by anyone under 18 years of age.

Safety helmets are required for all junior English riders and all jumping classes. Boots must be
worn by all exhibitors. Chaps and hunt coats are optional at the judge’s discretion.
Decisions of judges and management are final.

No refunds except in the case of injury to horse or rider.

Dogs must be kept on a leash at all times.

Classes with less than 3 entries must be combined.

Schooling only entries are allowed. Any humane training equipment is allowed. No points or
awards given. Regular fees apply. Numbers to be turned UPSIDE DOWN.

Schooling entries must not interfere with other exhibitors in the class.

Any horse or person whose behavior poses a danger to other horses or exhibitors will be excused
from the show ring and/or SSC grounds at the discretion of the judges/show management. No
fees will be refunded.

Judge/ Show management have the right to excuse any exhibitor for the cruelty or abuse to any
horse. No fees will be refunded.

Judges/ Show management have the right to excuse any horse with obvious lameness.

No foul or derogatory language will be tolerated.
